Physical access description of the Queenscliff Music Festival site and venues 

Physical access grade rating: very inaccessible, poor, fair, good, easily accessible. Ratings will vary 
due to weather conditions.

Accessible Toilets: 
3 accessible toilets are located within the main Festival precinct. Please refer to Accessibility Map for 
locations. 

Accessible Parking: 
There is designated accessible parking on Gellibrand St. Head north on Gellibrand St off King St. 
Show your parking permit to the Traffic Management officer at the road block to access the parking 
area. There are also accessible car parks throughout the town, including the main street (Hesse St), 
that are close to QMF street venues.

First Aid: 
First Aid is provided within the site located near the main event entry 

Queenscliff Music Festival Overall Site 

Entrance: Entrance marquee/tent on corner of Symonds & Gellibrand Sts. 

Access issues: No overall issues. Access to site via paved road and footpaths with ramps. Ramps to 
grassed park areas. Generally flat surfaces. 

Access grade: from accessible parking to Entrance tent – fair 
From Entrance tent entry to site – fair 

Alternative access: Not needed. If special access required, please ask our front of house customer 
service team. 

Venue 1: Lighthouse Stage 
Entrance: Access through overall site (as per above). Access grassed parkland where venue is located 
via Hygeia Drive (asphalt road), and ramp onto grassed land. 

Access issues: Access to venue via ramp onto grassed parkland. 



 
Viewing platform: located to the left of the stage, towards the rear of the tent (please refer to 
Accessibility Map for location). Access platform via ramp. Platform height at 1.2m off ground 

Access grade: once entered festival site – good (refer to overall site above). From Hygeia Drive to 
Viewing Platform – fair 

Toilet: accessible toilet on map. Outside south-west corner of tent. Located on concrete footpath. 

Venue 2: Hippos Stage 
Entrance: Access through overall site (as per above). Access grassed parkland where venue is located 
via Symonds St (asphalt road), and ramp onto grassed land. 

Access issues: Access to venue via ramp onto grassed parkland. 

Viewing platform: No viewing platform in this venue. 

Access grade: once entered festival site – good (refer to overall site above). From Symonds St to 
Viewing Platform – fair 

Toilet: accessible toilet on map within. Within the Pavilion building. Access via grassed parkland and 
concrete footpath. 

Venue 3: Glaneuse Stage & Kids Quarter 
Entrance: Access through overall site (as per above). Access grassed parkland where venue is located 
via Symonds St (asphalt road), and ramp onto grassed land. 

Access issues: Access to venue via ramp onto grassed parkland. No Viewing Platform. Soft grass/dirt 
in areas at back of venue 

Viewing platform: No viewing platform in this venue. 

Access grade: once entered festival site – good (refer to overall site above). From Symonds St to 
Venue – poor 

Toilet: nearest accessible toilet located on Symonds St road, near the Corsair Bar. 

Venue 4: Ozone Lounge 
Entrance: Access through overall site (as per above). Access grassed parkland where venue is located 
via Hygeia Drive (asphalt road), and ramp onto grassed land. 

Access issues: Access to venue via ramp onto grassed parkland. 

Viewing platform: No viewing platform in this venue. 

Access grade: once entered festival site – good (refer to overall site above). From Weeroona Pde to 
Venue – fair 

Toilet: nearest accessible toilet located on Hygeia Drive, near the central pavillion. 



 
Venue 5: Town Hall 
Entrance: entrance to Venue via footpath on Learmonth St. Performance space in main hall 

Access issues: N/A 

Viewing platform: no viewing platform in this venue. Good viewing from venue, as all seated. 

Access grade: Access to Venue via entrance – good. Access to performance area once inside venue – 
good 

Toilet: accessible toilet in building 

Venue 6: The Pelican Bar 
Entrance: Access via concrete footpath and onto concrete tennis court. 

Access issues: Transition from footpath to tennis court is across 3m of grassed area. 

Viewing platform: no viewing platform in this venue. 

Access grade: within the venue – good. From footpath to tennis court– fair 

Toilet: accessible toilet located within the Queenscliff Bowls Club (50m) via concrete footpath. 

 

Venue 7: Brewhouse Beer Garden 
Entrance: Main entrance to Venue off footpath on Gellibrand St. 

Alternate entrance: Taste of the Region, Gellibrand St or beer garden entrance via Symonds St. 

Access issues: There is a ramp that will provide access to the beer garden. On arrival at the beer 
garden door, see the QMF staff who will facilitate access via the venue ramp. 

Viewing platform: no viewing platform in this venue, and limited accessibility. 

Access grade: Access to Venue via main entrance – good. Access to performance area once inside 
venue – fair 

Toilet: accessible toilet in venue 

Venue 8: Uniting Church 
Entrance: entrance to Venue via driveway on Hobson St. Ramp into venue. Performance space in 
main Church hall 

Access issues: driveway up to entrance on incline. 

Viewing platform: no viewing platform in this venue. Good viewing from back of venue. 

Access grade: Access to Venue via entrance – fair. Access to performance area once inside venue – 
good 



 
Toilet: accessible toilet in building 

Venue 9: RSL 
Entrance: entrance to the off footpath on King St. Performance is located in main hall. 

Access issues: N/a 

Viewing platform: no viewing platform in this venue. 

Access grade: Access to Venue  – good. Access to performance space – good. 

 

Venue 10: Nelly’s at the Pier 
Entrance: behind Nelly’s cafe. 

Access issues: Access via gravel path across grassed area. 

Viewing platform: no viewing platform in this venue. 

Access grade: Access to Venue  – fair. Access to performance space – fair.
